Mishpatim

February 9, 2013 - 29 Shevat 5773

One of the most mitzvah-filled Torah portions,
containing 23 positive commandments and 30
negative commandments. Included are laws regard-
ing: the Hebrew manservant and maidservant, man-
slaughter, murder, injuring a parent, kidnapping,
cursing a parent, personal injury, penalty for killing
a slave, personal damages, injury to slaves, catego-
ries of damages and compensatory restitution, cul-
pability for personal property damage, seduction,
occult practices, idolatry, oppression of widows,
children and orphans.

The portion continues with the laws of: lending
money, not cursing judges or leaders, tithes, first-
born sons, justice, returning strayed animals, as-
sisting the unloading of an animal fallen under its
load, Sabbatical year, Shabbat, the Three Festivals
(Pesach, Shavuot & Succot).

Mishpatim concludes with the promise from the Al-
mighty to lead us into the land of Israel, safeguard
our journey, ensure the demise of our enemies and
guarantee our safety in the land -- if we uphold the
Torah and do the mitzvot. Moses makes prepara-
tions for himself and for the people and then ascends
Mt. Sinai to receive the Ten Commandments.

TORAH LESSON OF THE WEEK

he Torah tells us of one's responsibility if he

injures another person,
"... and he shall be healed" (Exodus 21:19)
-- meaning that the injurer must pay the doctor bills
for the damaged person. The Talmud (Brochos 60a)
teaches us that from this verse is derived the principle
that a doctor is permitted to heal. Why does the Torah
need to tell us that a doctor is permitted to heal?
The Chozeh of Lublin commented on this that a
doctor only has permission to heal. He does not have
aright to despair about a person's being healed. Even
though a doctor might see that from his experience
and from all that he was taught about people in
similar situations to this patient's that they usually
do not recover, the Almighty has the final say about
the reality of any person's recovery! Never give up
hope. There are plenty of people who have lived for
many years after doctors have said that they would
not get well.
While this is true regarding medical problems, it is
also true regarding a person's behavior and emotions.
One can never be certain that a person will change for
the better nor that he will not change for the better.
We should not expect miracles to happen. However,
as long as someone is alive there is always hope for
improvement -- if someone is motivated to make the
effort to change.

Is organ donation when one is alive or after death
allowed according to Judaism?

According to the Rabbi’s opinion a dead person’s organs can be transferred to
another person. This answer does not apply to everybody and every situation.
The advice from an authorized Rabbi must be obtained.

According to Jewish law if a person is alive and wishes to denote an organ such
as a kidney to another person and if all the doctors assure him that it is not going
to harm his health then it is permissible. This is considered a big mitzvah.

The Moral Challenge
Can you name any other society that had such an
incredibly sophisticated moral code 3,000 years
ago, or 1,000, or even 100 years ago. No one
can find a code today that matches up. This is
not saying that Jews are better than anyone else.
Rarely have we fully lived up to these values. It's
that the value system clearly seems to be above
and beyond anything that human beings could
have or would have come up with themselves.
Here are a few examples:
There is no debtor's prison in Judaism. There is
no point in putting debtors in prison, much as
we might feel we would like to. Both the UK
and USA only saw fit to abolish this in the 19th
century.
In general, the punishment for theft is paying
back the amount stolen. There is no harsher
punishment if more money is involved. Stealing
more money is no worse than stealing less.
Values are absolute, not money dependant. Theft
is theft, be it Bernie Madoff or a pickpocket.
Only in a society that places money on too high
a pedestal, will Madoff be viewed as worse.
A lender is not allowed to press the borrower to
repay a loan. If the borrower does not have the
money, Jewish law states that the lender must go
out of his way to avoid him, so as not to embarrass
him.
If you take security for a loan from a poor man,
you must return it to him when he needs it. If it
is a pillow for example, you must return it to him
every night.
Full-time household servants cannot be quartered
in lesser accommodation than their masters. They
must live in the same size rooms, have the same
softness of beds, the same amount of pillows and
eat the same food. Simply put, one must treat
one's servants as one's equals.
If there is a dispute between a worker and an
employer, the worker always has the upper hand.
Labor laws were pretty much forced upon Western
society in the 19th and 20th centuries by the power
of trade unions. In Jewish law, the worker was
been protected from his wealthy employer for over
3,000 years. These are just a few examples of the
incredible moral sophistication in the Torah.
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Iron Dome
For the first time, Rafael Advanced De-
fense Systems Ltd. will display all its
anti-missile defense systems at an aero-
space exhibition. At the Aero India 2013
exhibition in Bangalore, the company will
display the Iron Dome short-range missile
interception system and the Stunner in-
terceptor against medium-range missiles
used in the Magic Wand system, which is
still in the test stage. Rafael will display
the systems alongside the Spider air de-
fense systems and Mic4ad integrated C41
air and missile defense system.
Rafael's anti-missile systems are attracting
great interest among the world's militar-
ies, following Iron Dome's success in in-
tercei)ting rockets fired from Gaza against
Israeli cities during the latest rounds of
fighting. The Ministry of Defense has
given Rafael the green light to sell the
systems to other countries, although no
contracts have been reported yet.
At Aero India, Rafael also plans to unveil
its Spice precision weapon guidance kit,
and the gpike family of multi-purpose
tactical missiles, which have ranges of
up to 25 kilometers.

Israeli Treasury launches war
on tax ¢vasion
"Today, we're launching a campaign
against black capital. We're launching
total war against black capital and tax
evaders.

Steinitz in his declaration of war.

"The Diamond Unit is already working,
we've hired 600 new people, passed very
important legislation to tighten enforce-
ment and the war against black capital,
and today we are launching a public
campaign and the Justice Line, where
we invite the public to participate in this
struggle," added Steinitz.

"The time has come for the level of black
capital in Israel to fall to the level in
Western Europe and not to the level in
Middle Eastern countries," said Steinitz.
"We will collect NIS 2 billion this year,
and NIS 6 billion in 2014, so that by the
end of the term we will collect an ad-
ditional NIS 20 billion from enforcing
black capital."

Recommendations include halving cash
transactions from NIS 20,000 to NIS
10,000, and levying a 15% fine on ex-
ceeding the limit; legislation to allow
sending information to the Tax Author-
ity from the Currency Services Regis-
trar and for the Tax Authority to become
the regulator of foreign exchange trad-
ers; amending family firm regulations
to close tax loopholes; delaying foreign
travel by people with tax arrears; permit
offsets by taxpayers to prevent hiding as-
sets between spouses; impose guarantees
on court-ordered payments; foreclosures
on taxes of local authorities and religious
councils; and levy taxes on guarantors.
