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TORAH PORTION OF THE WEEK \

oncluding the 7 days of inauguration for the

Mishkan (Portable Sanctuary), Aaron, the High
Priest, brings sacrifices for himself and the entire
nation.
Nadav and Avihu, sons of Aaron, bring an incense
offering on their own initiative, and are consumed by
a heavenly fire (perhaps the only time when some-
one did something wrong and was immediately hit
by "lightning").
The Cohanim are commanded not to serve while in-
toxicated. The inaugural service is completed. God
then specifies the species which are kosher to eat:
mammals (those that have cloven hoofs and chew
their cud), fish (those with fins and scales), birds
(certain non-predators), and certain species of lo-
custs. The portion concludes with the laws of spiri-
tual defilement from contact with the carcasses of
certain animals.

he Torah states:

"And the sons of Aharon, Nadav and Avihu, took each of
them his fire pan, and put inside incense, and offered before the
Almighty strange fire, which He had not commanded them."
(Leviticus 10:1)

Nadav and Avihu ultimately paid with their lives for their well-
intended, but non-commanded service of the Almighty. What
lessons can we learn from their mistake?

In Torat Kohanim, (in the Torah portion of Acharai Mot) it
states that Nadav and Avihu erred by not consulting Moses for
advice on whether it was proper for them to bring this incense.
They also erred by not asking each other for advice.

There are two lessons here:

Before doing something that is questionable, make certain to
consult someone who is older and wiser. Though you feel you
are right, you might overlook or be unaware of some factors.
Evenifyoudecide to do the same action as someone else, discuss
it with him. Every person has his own "take" on a situation and
his own motivations. Discussing with a peer can give valuable
feedback. For another person you can be objective, though not
for yourself.

he Talmud explains when Jews (Chasve Shalom) eat nevela

and treifa (non- kosher meat and food) their neshama becomes
tameh (impure) causing the Torah laws not to penetrate their minds
and bodies.
To explain this matter better the following story will serve as an
example: A Rabbi started working at a new congregation and no
matter how much he preached and pleaded with the congregants
to observe the mitzvot and learn Torah they ignored the Rabbi.
The Rabbi seeked the advice of a great Kabbalist who suggested
that he should instruct all his members to keep kosher for only one
week,which they did. After only one week of keeping kosher they
started accepting the Torah laws and followed the mitzvot.
The first condition to do Teshuva and to follow the ways of Torah
and mitzvot is to observe the laws of Kashrut. Kashrut cleans
the soul and prepares it to absorb the laws of Torah and mitzvot.
Keeping kosher is not only for health reasons but above all is for
purification. Torah and kedusha for the Jewish neshama(soul).
The reason non -Jews do not have to eat kosher is because only
the Jewish neshama needs kashrut. They can eat anything and stay
healthy and live a long life since non- kosher food does not affect
their neshama.(soul)

EVIDENCE THAT THE TORAH IS FROM HASHEM

f course, following God's commands is largely predicated on belief

in God and an acceptance of the idea that He gave the Torah.
One of God's most concrete fingerprints is found in the laws of Kashrut.
In order for an animal to be kosher it must have two identification signs:
(1) it has split hooves, and (2) it chews its cud (regurgitates its food
partially digested in the stomach).
Once the Torah informs us of this, it is a simple logical deduction that if
an animal has only one of the above, it is not Kosher. Yet the Torah goes
out of its way to inform us that there is only one animal that has split
hooves and does not chew its cud - the pig.
The Torah is informing us that these are the only existing examples of
animals with one sign without the other. This means that if you encounter
an animal you've never seen before, and you see that it has split hooves,
yet you have no way of knowing if it chews it's cud, then you may eat
that animal on one condition: That you are certain it's not a pig. Why?
Because the Torah testifies that there is no other animal on planet Earth
that has split hooves and doesn't chew its cud except the pig!
This raises a very interesting question. How could any human, at the
time the Torah was written, have known this? Zoologists today have
identified over 5,000 different species of mammals. And only one, the
pig, has split hooves and doesn't chew its cud. Was Moses familiar with
every mammal in every corner of the world? Of course not. Only God
could know such a thing, and only God could make such a claim in the
Torah, written thousands of years ago.
In the heyday of the Bible Critics, they actually sent a expedition to
Australia to find another species and disprove the Bible. Having observed
the kangaroo, koala bear, and the duck-billed platypus, researchers still
couldn't find a split-hoofed animal that didn't chew its cud.
The identifying signs of Kosher fish are fins and scales. Judaism proves
the God-given nature of the Oral Law by pointing out that the Mishnah
(written 2,000 years ago) states categorically that "all fish with scales
have fins" - and not the other way around.
How could the Sages have known this fact?
About 200 years ago in France, a new species of fish was discovered and
they couldn't decide if it was poisonous. Then a rabbi saw that it had fins
and scales, and offered to eat it himself - based on the Torah law that any
fish with these two signs is okay to eat!
The Torah lists the names of all non-kosher birds, without providing
an identifying sign. Since we do not know the exact meaning of all the
names, we only eat those birds that have a tradition they're Kosher. Most
of the forbidden birds - vultures, ravens, hawks, eagles - are birds of
prey.
Insects are prohibited many times in the Torah, which means that fruits
and vegetables must be checked for bugs, if there is a likelihood that
bugs may be found (e.g. lettuce).
The Torah permits one species of locust, but the tradition was lost and

identify the source of the power moving things."

In second place in the "Forbes Israel" rankings of the coun-
try's most powerful women was Bank Leumi CEO Rakefet
Russak-Aminoach. "Forbes" said, "Russak-Aminoach has
become the youngest CEO in the history of the bank. She
is about to celebrate her first year in charge in one of Isra-
el's most senior and important management roles at a bank
which reaches every corner of the economy, with a span of
influence like no other."

In third place in the rankings was Shari Arision whose Ari-
son Holdings Ltd. controls Bank Hapoalim and Shikun
u'Binui Holdings Ltd.. In fourth place was Strauss Group
Ltd. chair Ofra Strauss, and in fifth place was deputy gov-
ernor of the Bank of Israel Karnit Flug.
