oshe pleads with God to enter the Holy Land, but is turned down.

(Remember, God always answers your prayers -- sometimes
with a "yes," sometimes with a "no" ... and sometimes with a "not
yet".) Moshe commands the Children of Israel not to add or subtract
from the words of the Torah and to keep all of the Commandments.
He then reminds them that God has no shape or form and that we
should not make or worship idols of any kind.
The cities of Bezer, Ramot and Golan are designated as Cities of
Refuge east of the Jordan river. Accidental murderers can escape there
to avoid revengeful relatives. They then await there until tried.
The Ten Commandments are repeated to the whole Jewish people.
Moshe then expounds the Shema, affirming the unity of God, Whom
all should love and transmit His commandments to the next generation.
A man should wear Tefillin upon the arm and head. All Jews should
put a Mezuzah (the scroll is the essential part) upon each doorpost of
their home (except the bathroom).
Moshe then relays the Almighty's command not to intermarry "for
\they will lead your children away from Me" (Deut. 7:3-4).

ive a present, lend him money, take him as a partner,
find him work before he needs to ask for charity.
Give charity where neither the giver nor the receiver know
the identity of the other.
Give where the donor knows the recipient's identity, but the
recipient is unaware of the donor's name.
Give where the recipient knows the donor's identity, but the
donor does not know who is the recipient.
Give before being asked.

The donor gives less than he should, but with a pleasant
countenance.
The donor gives begrudgingly, but does not express this to
the recipient. The Code of Jewish Law (Yorah Daiah 249:3)
states that if a person outwardly shows his displeasure, he
loses the merit of giving.

he Torah states:

"For which is a great nation that has a God Who is close to it,
as is our God in all our calling to Him" (Deut. 4:7).
Should one only call out for the "big things"? To think that prayer to
God is only for the "big things" is a big mistake! We must turn to God
for help and understanding in everything we do.
The Chazon Ish, a great rabbi, cited the Talmud which relates that Rav
Huna had 400 barrels of wine that spoiled. His colleagues told him to
do some soul-searching regarding the cause of this loss. Rav Huna
asked, "Do you suspect me of having done anything improper?"
The Sages responded, "Do you suspect God of doing something
without just cause?" They then told him that he was not giving his
sharecropper the agreed upon portion of the crop.
"But, he is a thief!" Rav Huna protested. "He steals from me. I have a
right to withhold from him."
"Not so," the Sages said. "Stealing from a thief is still theft" (Talmud
Bavli, Berachos 5b).
"Suppose," the Chazon Ish said, "that something like this would occur
today. The search for the cause would be whether the temperature
in the room was improper or the humidity too high or too low. Few
people would search for the cause within themselves, in their ethical
behavior. We should know that God regulates everything except for
our free will in moral and ethical matters. As with Rav Huna, nothing

\happens without a cause." )

Secret of the Jews

he prophet Isaiah refers to the

Jewish people as a "light unto the
nations," and it's no secret that Jews
have positively influenced the world.
As Mark Twain wrote of the Jew:
"His contributions to the world's list
of great names in literature, science,
art, music, finance, medicine, and
abstruse learning, are also way out
of proportion to the weakness of his
numbers."
Think about it. It's one thing for a
people to have great influence, but
we would never predict this from
a nation that is so "few in number."
This dichotomy defies all sociological
norms.
Even more amazing: This "heavy
influence by a small minority" is
predicted in this parsha (Deuteronomy
4:27) which declares:
"You shall remain few in number
among the nations where God shall
lead you."
Indeed, Jewish history has never gone
according to the rules. Two thousand
years ago, on the day of Tisha B'Avy,
the powerful Romans destroyed the
Holy Temple and exiled the Jews
from the land. If you would have told
anyone at that time: "I'll bet you that
the Jewish people will survive longer
than the Roman empire," what kind
of odds do you think you could get?
A million to one?
But here we are, 2,000 years later,
thriving in our land. What is the
secret of the Jews?

Israelis own world's most

expensive pearls

n Israeli couple who owns what is be-

lieved to be the most expensive pearl
necklace in the world, worth some $1.3 mil-
lion, received an unusual offer recently:
The government of Qatar invited the two to
sell their piece of jewelry in Bahrain to Saudi
clients who have expressed an interest in it.
The necklace belongs to Orna & Isaac Levy,
the owners of the Yvel company which spe-
cializes in creating exquisite jewelry featur-
ing pearls. They say the necklace is made of
26-year-old 20-28 millimeter pearls grown
in huge shells in the ocean.
The couple began collecting the precious
pearls 11 years ago, and only recently com-
pleted the necklace.
The Levys plan to accept the Qatari govern-
ment's invitation, but before that they will
be travelling to the Philippines, where they
will present the expensive necklace to one of
Southeast Asia's royal families.

The website's visitors praised the museum's
"moving and informative displays" and said
that visiting Yad Vashem was an "emotional,
educational and inspiring" experience and "a
must for any human."

TripAdvisor also awarded Yad Vashem with
the 2013 Certificate of Excellence, which is
given to outstanding institutions that have
received praise and recognition in reviews
by the website's travelers.

In order to receive the Certificate of Excel-
lence, the tourist site must maintain an over-
all ranking of at least four of five stars in
visitors' reviews.

Yad Vashem is currently ranked first among
Jerusalem's 146 attractions and has been
named the most recommended place to visit
in the holy city.

Yad Vashem has nearly one million visi-
tors annually, mostly tourists. The museum
recently unveiled a new exhibition, "I Am
My Brother's Keeper," marking 50 years of
recognizing saviors of Jews and dedicated it
to the 24,811 people from 47 countries who
have been honored as "Righteous Among the
Nations."
