TORAH LESSON OF THE WEEK

he Torah states, "Speak to Aharon and

to his sons saying, 'This is the law of
the sin-offering. At the place where you
slaughter the elevation-offering you shall
slaughter the sin-offering' " (Leviticus
6:18). Why were they commanded to
slaughter the sin offering in the same place
as the elevation-offering?
The Talmud Yerushalmi (Yevamos 8:3)
explains the reason -- to save those who
had sinned from embarrassment. When
people saw the animal being slaughtered
they would not know that it was a sin
offering; they would judge favorably -- or
have the opportunity to judge favorably --
and assume that the person was bringing
up a elevation-offering (which may be
brought up for the sole purpose of raising
one's spiritual level).
From here we see the principle of not
causing others shame or discomfort when
they have done something improper in
the past and now regret it. Never remind
anyone of past misdeeds. Always do
whatever you can to protect people from
embarrassment.

MONEY,MONEY,MONEY.
Command Aaron and his sons,
saying: this is the law of the burnt
offering... (Lev. 6:2)
Aaron was commanded to bring the
burnt offerings. Until this point the
offerings were introduced with the
word "say," or "speak." Now the verse
urges the bringing of the burnt offering
with the expression "command."
Rashi explains that the expression
"command" is relevant to mitzvot that
involve a monetary loss, such as the
burnt offerings in our verse.
This verse was said in regard to the
Kohen Gadol, who was not only
the greatest in wisdom but also the
wealthiestman. The Torahnevertheless
found it necessary to use the more
forceful term of command to ensure
the mitzvot would be performed even
when there is a monetary loss.
Sometimes a person may have a
friendly relationship with someone,
until some money issue arises, and
then this "friend" becomes a totally
different person. He's no longer
friendly; all he wants is his money.
When there is money involved even
great people can lose themselves
and get blinded. The Talmud states
that a person's true character can be
determined by his dealings in money
matters. If a person is generally a
pious individual but when it comes to
money he acts different, then he's only
pious when it's easy for him - which is
not so pious!
There was a rabbi who devoted
countless hours to helping his yeshiva
spiritually and financially. One day
he came to the office and told the
secretary that the yeshiva owes him
85 cents. She said, "No problem! But
if you don't mind me asking; you do
so much for the yeshiva; do you really
care about the 85 cents?" He replied,
"It's not my 85 cents that I'm worried
about. Rather, I'm afraid that next time
it will be me who owes the yeshiva
money and I may get into the habit of
saying, "Oh it's not that much," and [
may end up having money that is not
mine!"

PURIM--HISTORY REPEATS
ITSELF

umerous commentators have noted

that there is an uncanny resemblance
between the hanging of Haman’s ten sons
in the Purim story and the Nuremberg
Trials following the Second World War,
when 10 Nazis war criminals were hung
for the crimes against humanity that they
committed. In fact, Julius Streicher, the
Nazi editor of the anti-semitic Das Strumer
newspaper, even proclaimed before he was
hung, “Purim Fest 1946.”
Indeed, given all of these facts, it appears as
if there is merit to the claim that there is a
connection between the Purim story and the
Nuremberg Trials. The Tanakh specifically
states that Haman, the evil Persian Prime
Minister who sought to annihilate the
Jewish people, was an Agagite.Agag was
the King of the Amalekites, implying that
all ten sons of Haman were also part of
the Amalek nation. Interestingly, the Vilna
Gaon claimed that the Germans are also
descendants of Amelek. Simon Dubnow,
Arthur Szyk and Raul Hilberg also identified
the Nazis, who also sought to eliminate the
Jewish people, as being Amalekites. There
are also Talmudic passages that mention a
nation called Germania during the Roman
Diaspora that seem prophetic in retrospect.
10sonsYet, the numbers of people executed
in both instances and the fact both the
Nazis and Haman’s family are reported to
be Amalekites are not the only similarities
between the Purim Story and the Nuremberg
Trials. According to Dr. Moshe Katz of the
Hebrew University, “The ten sons of Haman
had already been killed, why bother to hang
them? In the writings of the Sages and the

ideas that could clarify this: On the word
‘tomorrow,” in Esther’s request, the Sages
comment: ‘There is a tomorrow that is now,
and a tomorrow which is later.” In other
words, Esther was asking that the hanging
of Haman'’s ten sons not remain an isolated
episode in history, but should recur in the
future, as well.”
Fascinatingly, if one reads the Purim story
in Hebrew, one will find that four Hebrew
letters in the Megillat Esther that mention
Haman’s
sons who were hung utilizes small instead
of big letters. Jewish sages have taught
throughout the generations that whenever
there is a variation in the size of a letter or
spelling of a word, it has a specific meaning.
Thus, if these four small Hebrew letters
are used to represent the Jewish number
for recording years, it states the year 5707
on the Jewish calendar. 5707 was the year
on the Jewish calendar that the 10 Nazi
war criminals were hung for committing
genocide against the Jewish people.
As Dr. Moshe Katz proclaimed, “Since the
trial was conducted by a military tribunal,
the sentence handed down should have been
death by firing squad, or by electric chair as
practiced in the U.S.A. However, the court
specifically prescribed hanging, exactly as
in Esther’s original request: °. . . let Haman’s
ten sons be hanged.” Though doubts may
linger about the connection between the
Book of Esther and the Nazi war criminals,
the condemned Julius Streicher certainly
had none. Through some insight, Streicher
appears to have grasped this link to Purim,
as revealed by his final shout, with the noose
about his neck, mere seconds before he was
hanged.”
