TORAH LESSON OF THE WEEK

he Torah states:
"And you shall count from the day after

the day of rest, from the day that you brought
the wave offering of the Omer, seven complete
weeks they shall be" (Leviticus 23:15).

Why do we have the emphasis on counting the
days of the Omer until Shavuot?

The Torah gives us a mitzvah to count the days
from the second day of Pesach until the holiday
of Shavuot. The root of this commandment,
wrote the Chinuch (a book, now available in
English, that gives an understanding and details
of each of the 613 mitzvot) is that the essence
of the Jewish people is the Torah. The Israelites L
were redeemed from Egypt in order to accept
the Torah at Sinai and to fulfill it. The counting
of the days from the exodus from Egypt until

The Jewish Example

In this week's portion, we find the

commandment to sanctify God's name -
Kiddush Hashem. In essence, this entails
living in such a way that others recognize
Godliness in our actions and feel drawn
to act similarly.
Specifically, Maimonides talks about
someone who is scrupulously honest in
his business dealings, speaks softly and
kindly with people, greets people with
a smile, and honors even those who put
him down. These are just examples. The
principle of Kiddush Hashem is that of]
wishing to set an example that others
might follow.
And it is the essence of what Judaism
is about. Sanctifying God's name is
one of the rare commands that one is
required to give one's life for (in extreme
circumstances). God talks about the idea
with Abraham. At Mount Sinai, God tells
the Jewish people that it is their national
purpose. It is discussed all through
the prophets. It is the end goal of all of]
Judaism - that its adherents should act
in such a way that others understand the
concepts of ethical monotheism simply
by being around them.
Both Christianity and Islam converted by
the sword. And in an age where that is no
longer acceptable, active missionizing is
still part and parcel of their world view.
But Judaism believes differently. A
religion must speak its truth only through
the actions of those who live by it. If our
example alone does not inspire others,
then our religion is not worth sharing.
It seems that the emphasis of Judaism has
shifted away from this in recent times.
If Judaism is to attract a generation of]
disaffiliated young Jews, it must return to
its roots. If those who kept Judaism were
clearly Godly, spiritual, enlightened,
honest and decent human beings, people
would come flocking to find out what
they were doing right. This is the mitzvah
of Kiddush Hashem, and Judaism is very
much in need of its practitioners.

World Cup Safer With Israeli
Drones Manning the Brazilian Skies

srael will be making it to the 2014 World
Cup in Brazil, the premiere soccer event
worldwide. But they won't be playing in the
tournament. Israel's role is far more important
than merely sport.

Afleet of drones manufactured by an Israeli firm
will be manning the skies during the event. The
Brazilian Air Force will be deploying Elbit’s
Hermes 900 unmanned aircraft system in order
to assist in the security at the 2014 World Cup,
the Israeli defense firm announced.

The Alternative Information Center (AIC)
has reported that the drone being used will be
equipped with a new, advanced intelligence-
gathering system. the fleet will fly together with
Elbit-produced Hermes 450 drones, which the
Brazilian Air Force has purchased in the past.
The fleet of drones will carry out “safety and
security missions,” Elbit Systems said in a
statement, which added that, adding that the
Hermes 900 will arrive in Brazil within the
next two months.

“We are very proud to supply our Hermes 900 to
FAB [the Portuguese acronym for the Brazilian
Air Force], which is the eighth customer to be
equipped with this leading platform,” Elad
Aharonson, general manager of Elbit Systems’
UAS Division, role Jewish Business News.
“We are honored to enable FAB to benefit from
the advantages of joint flight operations, using
both the Hermes 450 and the Hermes 900, a
\unique solution for intelligence missions

border protection, perimeter control of
infrastructure and critical sites, as well as Safe
City programs and large scale events,” he
added.

The drone Hermes 900 is a platform that is
autonomously operated and therefore can
take off and land automatically. It can also be
controlled with other drones from one single
ground control station, Elbit Systems said in a
statement. In addition, It beams back imagery
and deploys a range of communications
systems.

AIC reported that the "drone can reach an
altitude of 30,000 feet and is in service with
the Israel Air Force, and can carry a heavy
payload."

Elbit has been active in the Brazilian security
market for almost two decades, it has been
reported. The company maintains subsidiary
companies in the country that service platforms
for the Brazilian military.

In addition to major sporting events, Brazilian
Air Force has used the Hermes 450 for
continuous border intelligence missions aimed
at disrupting cross-border drug smuggling.
The Jewish Week has reported on the
possibility of an Israeli team in the game itself.
Apparently, if the world soccer's governing
body, FIFA, supported the recent suggestions
by of two U.S. senators "to suspend Russia
from the World Cup in Brazil as punishment
for its takeover of Crimea, and give its place to
Israel, which trailed Russia and Portugal in its

qualifying group." )
