TORAH PORTION OF THE WEEK

Topics in this week's portion include: Judges
and Justice, Sacred Trees and Pillars,
Blemished Sacrifice, Penalties for Idolatry, The
Supreme Court, The King, Levitical Priests,
Priestly Portions, Special Service, Divination and
Prophecy, Cities of Refuge, Murder, Preserving
Boundaries, Conspiring Witnesses, Preparing for
War, Taking Captives, Conducting a Siege and
the Case of the Unsolved Murder.

"Righteousness, Righteousness shall you pursue,
so that you will live and possess the Land that the
Almighty your God, gives you" (Deut. 16:20).

he Torah writes about a king:
I "And it will be as when he sits on his
throne of royalty..." (Deut 17:18).
Why does the Torah use the phrase "as when he
sits" rather than just say "when he sits"?
Rabbi Mordechai Pragamantzky of Telz,
Lithuania, taught that even if a king is a ruler
for a long time, he should still view himself as
if he just obtained his rulership — as when he
began to sit on his throne.
When a person first acquires a position of
leadership, he is very idealistic and has many
ideas and plans that he would like to implement
for the benefit of the people under his authority.
However, frequently after some time passes,
the leader either becomes bored, disillusioned
or worn out; many of his plans become lost.
Therefore, the Torah says about a king that
he should always look at himself as if he just
started sitting on his throne. This will enable
him to have the same energy and enthusiasm as
he originally had.
This same principle applies to anyone who is in
charge of the welfare of others — for instance,
parents! Remember the enthusiasm and goals
you had when you first started out and keep

he month of Elul is the last month of the Hebrew calendar. It is also the
connection between the other months to Rosh Hashana and also Yom
Kippur which is the day of judgment of the whole world.
Sephardim start the Selichot from first of Elul through Yom Kippur and say
Selichot every day except Shabbat and Rosh Chodesh.
Selichot can be said from midnight throughout the whole day till night.
Selichot is not said from nightfall till midnight.
Selichot was composed about 1200 years ago.
The reason for reciting Selichot throughout Elul is that even though
during the whole year Hashem is close to us, the Jewish people, during this
month he gets even closer and listens to our Tefilot more and judges
us with more mercy on Rosh Hashana.

od wants the king to

have a Torah - with all its
commandments - in his personal
possession at all times. Why
would a king, the very person
in charge of telling others what
to do, have to do this?
It is because all too often we'll
see people who are in charge
decide - whether consciously
or not - to have one set of
rules for themselves and a
@mpletely different set of

rules for everyone else.

Why is itthat people "in charge"
so often believe that one set of
rules should apply to them and
another set to everyone else?
The reason is when you're the
one barking out orders, it's very
easy to forget that you too have
a boss to answer to - one named
God.

This is precisely the reason
God wants every king not only
to possess two Torah scrolls,
but actually to keep one with
him at all times. Every place
a king goes (except in unclean
places) the Torah goes with him

as well. Clearly, there are many
perks with being a king, and a
king is certainly entitled to all
of them. But his underlying
behavior must be to abide by
God's rules, not his own.

The powerful message is very
clear. There cannot be one set
of rules for a leader and another
for his followers. God tells the
Jewish people that kings and
their followers must all live by
the same rules.

We see this happening in our
own lives all the time. Parents
instruct their children never to
lie, but when the same child

answers the telephone, the ™\
parent may quietly whisper,
"Tell him I'm not home." This
is the exact behavior that God
wants us to avoid at all costs.

And in everyday situations,
sound advice you readily give
to others you should also start
taking for yourself. Practice
what you preach. Live by the
same words you give to friends,
family, and co-workers, and
don't feel you're above any of
it. This will force you to grow
in ways you've never imagined,
and that's exactly what God
had in mind. )

C ISRAEL IN THE NEWS

Hollywood stars come
out in support of Israel
Scores of celebrities and
power-brokers from the
Hollywood establishment have
come out in support of Israel
and a peaceful resolution to its
conflict with Hamas, with stars
as diverse as Sarah Silverman,
Seth Rogen and Arnold
Schwarzenegger signing a joint
statement released Saturday.
The statement of support was
initially to be published in
magazines Billboard, Variety and
Hollywood Reporter on Sunday,
and later be featured in influential
newspapers in the US.
The statement comes after
weeks in which a number of
celebrities, including Penelope
Cruz and husband Javier
Bardem, have condemned
Israel for its handing of conflict,
with Cruz and Bardem even
accusing Israel of genocide.
But with the notable exceptions
of comedian Joan Rivers
and actors Roseanne Barr
and Mayim Bialik, few have
g{pressed support for Israel.

While many of those are
famous names to the general
public, such as Schwarzenegger
and Rogen, as well as
Sylvester Stallone, Kelsey
Grammer and Joel and Benji
Madden, more than a few are
entertainment industry heavy-
hitters, including director Ivan
Reitman, writer Aaron Sorkin,
producers Michael Rotenberg
and Avi Lerner, chairman and
CEO of PMK*BNC Michael
Nyman, talent manager Danny
Sussman and mogul Haim
Saban. Barr and Bialik, who
have been outspoken in their
support for Israel, are also
signatories.
The statement decries Hamas
attacks on Israel and its
operation  within  civilian
population centers, and
condemns the organization
for its charter that calls for the
killing of Jews.

Hebrew Only
A group of right-wing Israeli
lawmakers are proposing a
bill to make Hebrew the sole
official language of the State
of Israel.
The bill, which has the support
of Knesset members from the

Likud, Yisrael Beytenu, and
Jewish Home parties, would
break from current law, which
mandates that Arabic as well as
Hebrew must be used in a wide
variety of official functions,
including in the court system,
government —ministries, and
official government forms and
announcements. That law dates
back to the period of the British
Mandate. Under the proposed
bill, highway signs would still
have to include Arabic.The bill
was proposed by lawmaker
Shimon Ohayon of the Yisrael
Beytenu Party and has the
support of David Rotem and
Hamad Amar from the same
party, as well as Moshe Feiglin of
the Likud party and Orit Strock
of the Jewish Home party.
Sport In Israel Affected
By Gaza War

Maccabi Tel Aviv says its
football coach has quit because
of the 'current security
situation" in Israel.

The club says Oscar Garcia,
who is Spanish, is to be
replaced by Pako Ayestaran,
another Spaniard. Ayestaran
was previously an assistant
coachat Liverpool and Valencia

under Rafa Benitez. N\
Garcia's resignation came two
days before the second leg
of the team's Europa League
playoff against Greek club
Asteras Tripolis, scheduled to
be played in Cyprus.

"You cannot do as if there
is nothing happening," said
Maccabi  general manager
Jordi Cruyff, himself a former
Barcelona midfielder and the
son of Netherlands great Johan
Cruyff. "Games are being
canceled, the national team has
to play abroad, all Israeli teams
have had to play outside Israel.”
Israeli sports have been
significantly affected by the
Gaza war. The local soccer
season, due to kick off last
weekend, was postponed,
and the upcoming European
Championship qualifier against
Belgium, which was scheduled
to be played in Jerusalem on
Sept. 9, will either be played in
another country or postponed.

Also, Israel's Davis Cup playoff
against Argentina, due to be
played in Ramat Hasharon on
Sept. 12-14, has been moved
to Sunrise, Florida
