Mutual Responsibility

his week's parsha records

how Moses, on the last day
of his life, gathered together
the entire Jewish nation and
introduced a new level of the
Covenant with God: From
now on, the people would not
only be responsible for their
own actions, but they'd be
responsible for each others'
actions as well.
This aspect of mutual
responsibility is what makes us
a nation and not just group of
individuals.
Qf course, the greatest degree

of responsibility devolves
upon those people who know
better. If someone is bleeding
in the street, and a doctor and a
gardener walk by, who has the
greater obligation to help? The
doctor, of course. So, too, with
spiritual issues.

The story is told of a very
religious man who died and
went before the heavenly
court for judgment. The
court proceeded to list the
man's many merits, and then
enumerated his transgressions,
which included eating pork.
"But I never ate pork in my
entire life!" the man protested.
"You are correct," the heavenly

court declared. "But your next
door neighbor ate pork and
you never tried reaching out
to him. Therefore, you bear
responsibility as if you ate
pork."

Of course, such interactions
have to be done in a way that
won't make matters worse, or
create tension and resentment.
Yet the implication of this
is that someone can't go just
about living a depraved life
while saying, "Leave me alone!
I'm not bothering anyone."
Because the idea of mutual
responsibility means that
everyone's actions influence
the spiritual health of everyone

else.

This idea finds its clearest
expression during the High
Holidays, when each individual
- and the entire world - stand
in judgment. As Maimonides
writes:

Each person needs to see
himself as half-meritorious and
half-guilty, and similarly to see
the world as half-meritorious
and half-guilty. Therefore, one
gooddeed, or one transgression,
can change the balance of the
entire world.

Let's keep this in mind - and
may we all be written and
sealed for a good new year!

Israel Is Eth Most

Educated Country
In World

Israel ranked the fourth most

educated country in the
world in a new study by the
Organization for Co-operation
and Development (OECD).
The annual report on education
in richer nations shows that 46
percent of Israeli adults had
attained tertiary qualification in
2012.
The Russian Federation ranked
the highest on the survey with
53.5%, Canada was second with
52.6% and Japan ranked third
with 46.6%.
Interestingly, thereport found that
the most educated populations
tended to be in countries where
tertiary education spending was
among the highest. The OECD
average is $13,957 per student.
Israel spends just $11,553 per
student (18th), while the US
spends $26,021, by far the most
in the world.
“Most 18-year old Israelis are
subject to at least two years of
mandatory military  service.
Perhaps as a result, country
\msidents tend to complete

higher education degrees later
in life than in other countries.
The compulsory conscription,
however, has not lowered
educational attainment rates,”
the report reads.

According to the report, Israel’s
class size of up to 41 pupils
per classroom is double the
OECD average of 21. And new
secondary teacher hires were
paid less than $19,000 in 2013,
versus an OECD average of
more than $32,000.

Hebrew University is
the top placed Israeli
university in the World
University Rankings.
Three Israeli universities are
again ranked in the top 200 in
the 2014 QS World University
Rankings, which are topped by
the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology (MIT) for the third
straight year. Harvard has slipped
from second to fourth place,
overtaken by the University
of Cambridge and Imperial
College London in second and
third place. The University of
Oxford is in fifth place followed
by University College London
in sixth place as UK universities

dominate the top positions.

Frve US universities follow
Stanford (7), Caltech (8),
Princeton (9), Yale (10) and
University of Chicago (11) with
Switzerland's ETH Zurich (Swiss
Federal Institute of Technology)
the world's top placed non-US or
UK university, according to QS.

The Hebrew University of
Jerusalem, which has risen three
places to 138 is Israel's top placed
university. The Technion, Israel
Institute of Technology in Haifa
has slipped seven positions to
190, while Tel Aviv University
has risen one place to 195.

Israel's exports of
goods only down 5%
despite war
Despite the 50 days of warfare in
Operation Protective Edge, with
thousands of rockets being fired
from Gaza at the Israeli home
front, Israeli exports were not
affected, according to figures
for July and August published
today by the Israel Export
and International Cooperation
Institute. An analysis of the
summer export figures shows
that Israel's exports maintained
the same level as during the
months preceding the military

conflict.

Figures published by the ™\
Export Institute Economics
Division show that exports of
goods, excluding diamonds,
totaled $7.3 billion in July-
August, down 5%, compared
with the corresponding period
last year. The Institute attributes
the decline to a drop in exports
in Israel's three main exports
sectors: pharmaceuticals,
chemicals, and electronic
components. These sectors
feature high concentration in a
few very large companies.

Pharmaceutical exports plunged
19% in July-August, compared
with May-June, and exports by
the companies operating in this
sector totaled $850 million. The
figures published today show that
pharmaceutical exportsrose 19%
in January-August, compared
with the corresponding period
last year. Exports of electronic
components were down 15% to
$795 million during the summer,
but grew 14% in January-
August. Chemicals exports
sank 5% to $1.7 billion during
the summer, but only by 2% in
January-August, compared with
the corresponding period last

year.
