oshe relays the Almighty's commands to refrain from

building the Mishkan (the Tabernacle or Portable Sanc-
tuary) on the Shabbat, to contribute items needed to build the
Mishkan, to construct the components of the Mishkan and the
appurtenances of the Cohanim. The craftsmen are selected, the
work begins. The craftsmen report that there are too many dona-
tions, and for the first and probably the only time in fundraising
history, the Jewish people are told to refrain from bringing ad-
ditional contributions!
Pekudey includes an accounting of all the materials that went
into the making of the Mishkan and details of the construction
of the clothing of the Cohanim. The Tabernacle is completed,
Moses examines all of the components and gives his approval
to the quality and exactness of construction, the Almighty com-
mands to erect the Tabernacle, it's erected and the various ves-
sels are placed in their proper place.

TORAH LESSON OF THE WEEK

he Torah states with regard to Betzalel, the artisan in

charge of creating the Mishkan (Portable Sanctuary), that
the Almighty filled him with wisdom, insight and knowledge
... "and to think thoughts to make with gold and with silver
and with brass (Exodus 35:32). What can this verse teach us
about our own lives?
There are two types of skillful artisans. The first type of
craftsman is one who is able to picture new designs in his
mind. His fertile imagination enables him to create original
works of art. This, wrote Rabbi Shlomo Kluger, is what the
present verse is expressing. "And to think thoughts," that
is, Betzalel had the ability to visualize entirely new artistic
creations.
The second type is an expert in
making fancy vessels with intricate
designs though he may not be
creative or original. After he sees
what someone else has done, he
learns to make similar things --
perhaps even better than the original
designer.
Our lesson: Whatever abilities the
Almighty has blessed you with
can be utilized for the honor of the
Almighty. One does not need to be a
Betzalel to serve the Almighty.

"These are the reckonings of the mishkan,
the mishkan of testimony, which were
reckoned at Moshe's bidding." (Ex. 38:21)

Richest Jews In The World

he billionaires’ club isn’t as exclusive

as it used to be. Forbes just released
its 29th annual list of every billionaire on
the planet, and it features a record 1,826
people, or 181 more than last year. As in
previous years, Jews are disproportionately
represented on the roster of the world’s
wealthiest, with 10 Jews among the top 50.
(The list, topped by Bill Gates, ranks from
richest to slightly less rich.)
Larry Ellison, the founder of the tech giant
Oracle Corporation, is the wealthiest Jew in
the world and the fifth wealthiest person alive.
At age 70, his net worth is $54.2 billion.
With a net worth of $35.5 billion, former
New York City Mayor Michael Bloomberg
is the second wealthiest Jew on the list
and 14th wealthiest person overall. Mark
Zuckerberg, still one of the world’s youngest
billionaires at age 30, climbed five spots on
the list to number 16 overall.
His net worth has grown to $33.4 billion.
Other Jews in the top 50 include casino
magnate Sheldon Adelson ($31.4 billion),
Google co-founders Sergey Brin and Larry
Page ($29.2 and $29.7 billion), investors

The verse is telling us that the only
meaningful use of money is for building
God's sanctuaries or for other heavenly
purposes.

Before dying, Baron Rothschild handed his
children two letters. He instructed them to
open one immediately following his death,
and the second a month later.

George Soros ($24.2 billion), Carl Icahn
($23.5 billion) and Len Blavatnik ($20.2
billion), and Dell Computer Founder
Michael Dell ($19.2 billion).
Thereareseveral Jewsamongthenewcomers
on the list as well, including Russ Weiner,
the founder and CEO of Rockstar energy
drinks, Jerry Reinsdorf, the owner of the
Chicago Bulls and the Chicago White Sox
sports franchises, and Ken Grossman, a co-
founder of the Sierra Nevada Brewing Co.
Weiner is the son of prominent conservative
radio talk show host Michael Savage (born
Michael Weiner). Seth Klarman, an investor
in the Times of Israel, is also on the list,
with a net worth of $1.5 billion.

While men far outnumber women on the
list, a few Jewish women are on it, including
Shari Arison ($4.4 billion), Karen Pritzker
($4.3 billion), Lynn Schusterman ($3.7
billion) and Doris Fisher ($3.2 billion).
With a net worth of $1 billion, Sheryl
Sandberg, of Facebook and “Lean In” fame,
just makes the cutoff for the list.

Israel Has One Of The World's
Healthiest Diets
Israelis boast among the healthiest diets
in the world, according to a new study in

they still tried to honor it. They fought
hard, but the Rabbis would not allow it and
buried him without his socks.

After the month had passed, his children
anxiously opened up the second letter to
discover another message: "I know that you
did not bury me wearing my socks as I had
requested, since it is against Halacha, Jewish
Law. You are most probably wondering
why, then, did I request it in the first place.
My answer to you, my dear children, is to
teach you an eternal lesson: a person can
spend his life amassing a great amount of
possessions and money, but no matter how
hard he tries, he cannot even take his socks
with him to the next world! Only the money
which he used for Torah and mitzvot will
accompany him."

T he Lancet Global Health Journal. In
fact, neighboring Mediterranean countries,
which also follow a similar diet, also
achieved top scores in the study for healthy
eating.

The study — led by Dr Fumiaki Imamura
of the University of Cambridge — looked
at dietary habits of adults in 187 countries.
The researchers used surveys and UN
reports as measurement for their study.
According to the study, healthier people
eat more grains, beans and legumes, milk,
dietary fiber, omega-3 rich fish and fruits.
Israel rated ninth healthiest overall.
African countries scored the highest — and
healthiest — ratings, according to the report.
The study notes that although many Africans
stick to a simple diet, because they do not
consume junk fast foods (they can’t afford),
they’re actually healthier than most. Chad
leads the world in healthiest diet, followed
by Sierra Leone, Mali, Gambia, Uganda,
Ghana, Ivory Coast and Senegal.

The United States and Canada, as well as
most of central and northern Europe, rated
among the countries with the worst diets
thanks to a prevalence of highly processed
foods.
