TORAH LESSON OF THE WEEK

he Torah states:

"This is the law of the burnt offering." (Leviticus 6:2).
The verse can alternately be read as: "This" is the principle
of the arrogant person (the one who looks upon himself
as - in the Hebrew, "haOlah" - an exalted person.) The
arrogant person constantly demands "This!" He wants
things to be done his way, immediately and without
consideration of the needs of others.
An arrogant person's thoughts are focused only on
what he or she wants. He is totally self-centered and
inconsiderate of others. This trait causes much strife in
interpersonal relationships. If two people in a relationship
both demand that things must be their way, they will
quarrel all the time. If such a person finds someone who
is submissive to him, he will get his way, but at the heavy
price of causing another human
being pain and anguish.
What to do? All of us have a
certain degree of arrogance
in us. Be aware of the needs
and feelings of others. Be
willing to compromise on your
demands of how things should
be. You need not always give
in to others. However, when
you take someone else's needs
into consideration, you gain
spiritually more than just having
your demands met.
And if it is someone else who
is arrogant and demanding?

HALACHOT Chametz

he best way to keep a kosher Pesach is to get completely rid

of every Chametz that we own.
In order to do that, first we perform the Bedikat Chametz as the
last searching of Chametz in our properties and then we proceed to
the Bitul Chametz in order to disown any overlooked Chametz.
This has been the Mashadi tradition for many years.
However, in case it is really impossible for anyone to get rid
of his expensive Chametz-in particular liquors — one should
formally sell Chametz that one possesses by using a special form
of Mekhirat Chametz, which is available in the synagogue or
online at Mashadi.org. Forms for selling of the Chametz should
be submitted online or to Rabbi Moshe Aziz or Rabbi Adam
Sabzevari or the Synagogue office no later than Thursday, April
2nd .
These rules have been fully agreed by all the Community
Rabbis.

Role Models

n the times of the Holy Temple, the chatat

was an offering brought when a person
inadvertently transgressed. There was a
special prohibition against its meat being
removed from the Temple. If, however, the
High Priest brought a chatat for his own
transgression, its meat was taken outside of
the Temple and burnt. The Oral Tradition
gives a reason for the difference.
The meat of a regular chatat was not allowed
outside the Temple, so that people would
not ask questions and find out who had
transgressed. This was in order to protect

individuals from the shame of others

finding out what they had done. In the case
of the High Priest, however, the Torah wants
to publicize his transgression - to make the
point that no one is above the law.

There is another message here. The Torah
wants the world to see that even the High
Priest can transgress. He is not an angel, but
a human being. And as such, he is subject
to the same desires, selfish motivations, and
bad character traits as anyone else.

In a similar vein, the Talmud tells us that a
Jewish sage should be "tocho k'baro," his
inside like his outside. It does not say that
he should be "perfect" both inside and out.
It just says that they should be the same -
no pretending, no covering up. If there are
imperfections on the inside, a Jewish sage

will not pretend to others that they are
not there. He will accept them and strive to
improve them.

It's much more productive for us to see
that our role models make mistakes than to
believe they are perfect. It releases a lot of
unhealthy pressure when we know that we
are not the only ones who are doing things
wrong. If we look around and think that
our role models are perfect, we will never
hope to attain their levels. When we realize
they are human, however, we believe we
can get there, too. When the High Priest's
offering is burned outside the Temple, it
is a public reminder that even the loftiest
spiritual levels are available to each and
every one of us.

Homes Sold In Israel In 2014
1.NIS 130.1 million - Check Point Software
Technologies Ltd. (Nasdaq:CHKP) founder chairman
and CEO Gil Shwed, and "Globes" businessperson
of 2014, bought a 560-sq.m. house in the Tel Aviv
neighborhood of Afeka in August from ICQ founder
Arik Vardi, who had bought the home in 2000 for just
NIS 20.8 million.

2. NIS 110 million - Ofer Investments controlling
shareholder Leora Ofer bought a penthouse in January in
the Herbert Samuel project on Tel Aviv seafront from her
own company. The 690-sq.m. apartment covers the 20th
and 21st floors and also has a 300-sq.m. patio.
3. NIS 70 million - DEKA, controlled by Jacky Safra
bought the 1,700-sq.m. Sherover House in Jerusalem's
Talbieh neighborhood in December from the estate of
Gita Sherover. Located by the Jerusalem Theater at the
junction of Pinsker, Marcus and Dubnov streets, the
house sits in a 1.1 acre lot and has building rights for an
additional 1,120-sq.m.
4. NIS 45 million - PokerStars CEO Mark Scheinberg
bought a 588-sq.m., 10-room apartment in Tel Aviv's
Rothschild 1 project in February from former Bank
Hapoalim (TASE: POLI) chairman Shlomo Nehama.
5. NIS 43.5 million - Canadian-Jewish businessman Moti
Maximoff bought a 13th apartment in Tel Aviv's Meier-
on-Rothschild Tower in March. The 800-sq.m. apartment

has 48-sq.m. of balconies on the 31st floor of the 42-floor
building. He bought the apartment through his company,
Ironstone Capital.

6. NIS 40.4 million - Russian-born Israeli business
magnate Leonid Nevzlin bought a 496-sq.m. unit in
Jerusalem's new Waldorf-Astoria project in February.
The second floor, ten-room apartment at the junction of
Agron and King David Streets in Mamilla was the site of
the Palace Hotel in the 1920s.

7. NIS 37 million - Israeli businessman Yaakov Engel
bought a 1,000-sq.m. house on Ramat Hasharon's
Lemerhav Street from Orna and Aviv Reiss in June. The
house, which was built only five years ago stands in half
an acre of grounds.

8. NIS 20.5 million - A Belgian diamond businessman
bought a home in Tel Aviv's Tzahala neighborhood in
May from Fore Group founder Moshe Shushan. The 643-
sq.m. house built eight years ago is in just over half an
acre of grounds.

9. NIS 18.5 million - Playtech Cyprus Ltd. (AIM:PTEC)
founder Teddy Sagi held IPOs in London for no fewer
than three new companies in 2014. He also bought
a triplex in Tel Aviv's Park Tzameret in March from
businessman Moshe Peterburg. The 371-sq-m. apartment
in the W tower covers the 44-45-46 floors.

10. NIS 18 million- Sanyo CEO Yuval Landsberg bought
a house in Herzliya Pituach from Russian oligarch
Michael Brudno in May. The 300-sq.m., 8-room house
on a half-acre lot was built in 2002.
