Drastic Drop in Air Pollution
over Yom Kippur

he ministry for environment protects

has announced that a dramatic drop
in air pollution levels coinciding with the
holiday of Yom Kippur.
Sensors around the country noted a drop in
nitrous oxide (NO2), a pollutant associated
with vehicle exhausts. The phenomenon
was primarily felt in large cities, which
also have the most vehicular traffic.
Vehicle traffic was also noted as the largest
source of pollution for urban areas in the
government's annual report, released last

In Gush Dan the amount of NO dropped
from 139 ppb (parts per billion) before
the holiday to only 2.8 ppb.
